THE ORDER OF THE HOLY COMMUNION

A NOTE TO OUR VISITORS: We rejoice in having you share with us our Lord’s gift of His grace to us through His
Word. The Lord’s Supper is celebrated in the service today. God’s Word directs us that only those who are suffi-
ciently instructed to examine themselves that they might recognize the body of Christ in the Sacrament (1 Cor.
11:28-29) should partake thereof. The members of Trinity Lutheran Church believe and confess the real presence
of the incarnate Lord Jesus in His body and blood in and under the bread and wine of His Supper, discerning that
the bread is a communion of the true body of Christ, and the wine is a communion of the true blood of Christ (1
Cor. 10:16). Such “communion” testifies to the unity of faith among all those who partake (1 Cor. 10:17). This pre-
supposes unity in both doctrine and confession (Acts 2:42). If you are a communicant member in good standing
of a congregation of The Lutheran Church - Missouri Synod or The American Association of Lutheran Churches,
fellowship with us is a given, “sufficient instruction” is assumed. Therefore, you are invited to join us at the Lord’s
Table. If you are a fellow-believer of another denomination not in confessional fellowship with us, yet desiring to
commune, we kindly request that, prior to communing, you speak with the pastor concerning your participation
in the Lord’s Supper.

Epistle Romans 4:1-8,13-17
'What then shall we say was gained by Abraham, our forefather according to the

flesh? 2For if Abraham was justified by works, he has something to boast about, but not be-
fore God. 3For what does the Scripture say? “Abraham believed God, and it was counted to
him as righteousness.”*Now to the one who works, his wages are not counted as a gift but
as his due.>And to the one who does not work but trusts him who justifies the ungodly, his
faith is counted as righteousness, ¢just as David also speaks of the blessing of the one to
whom God counts righteousness apart from works:

7“Blessed are those whose lawless deeds are forgiven, and whose sins are covered;
8blessed is the man against whom the Lord will not count his sin.”. ..
13For the promise to Abraham and his offspring that he would be heir of the world did
not come through the law but through the righteousness of faith. '*For if it is the adherents
of the law who are to be the heirs, faith is null and the promise is void. '>For the law brings
wrath, but where there is no law there is no transgression.
6That is why it depends on faith, in order that the promise may rest on grace and be
guaranteed to all his offspring—not only to the adherent of the law but also to the one who
shares the faith of Abraham, who is the father of us all, '7as it is written, “I have made you
the father of many nations”—in the presence of the God in whom he believed, who gives
life to the dead and calls into existence the things that do not exist.
